The VCE Vocational Major (VCE VM) is a two-year
program offered at Parade College Preston
Campus. VCE VM provides students with a more

flexible approach to their education and training.

It aims to provide the skills, knowledge and
attitudes to enable students to make informed
choices regarding work and further education.
Personal development and the use of individual
student interests are important components of
the VCE VM.

Those considering VCE VM are:

» Students who are seeking a vocational pathway on completion of school

e Students who learn best where learning is practical, experiential, 'hands-on' or 'applied’
» Students who are less suited to academic learning

The Edmund Rice Pathways Program (ERPP) is a pathway beginning in Year 10 at Preston Campus which
leads to VCE VM. ERPP is an alternative, vocationally orientated program for Year 10 students. Students
can openly apply for this program in Year 9. In addition, House Leaders in consultation with a range of

interested parties will identify potential students and invite them to apply.

The Edmund Rice Pathways Program at Year 10, and VCE VM program at Year 11 and 12 take advantage
of the excellent facilities at Parade College Preston Campus. Students also access training through the

Edmund Rice Trade and Training Centre located at the Bundoora Campus.

The program has a limited number of places for

students at Year 10 and Year 11.
