VCAA VCE and VET Unit 3 and 4 Written
Examinations

As Term 3 draws to a close, Year 12 VCE students should
start preparing for their upcoming exams. The first written
exam for most students is English, which will take place on
Tuesday 29 October. However, Language Oral, and Music
Performance examinations will commence on 7 October, and
minor Language exams will also precede the English
examination.

Students involved in these exams should carefully check their
timetables. Each student will be issued with the VCAA Exam
Navigator in the first week of Term 4, which contains all rules
and regulations regarding the exam period. An electronic
copy is available here:

Every student needs to make the most of the final preparation
time that is just ahead of them. The first few weeks of Term 4
consist of formal revision classes followed by informal revision
from 21 October until the scheduled exam dates, with Year 12
teachers available during regular timetabled class times until
the date of their respective exams. Students are encouraged
to attend school during this time to assist with their
preparation.

In many subjects, most of the study marks for the year are
allocated from the exam score, so each student needs to
reach an academic peak come exam time. Accelerating Year
11 students will continue to attend all timetabled Unit 4
classes until the date of their respective VCAA examinations.

Year 8, 9, 10 and 11 Semester 2 Examinations

We would also like to inform you about the Year 8, 9, 10, and
11 Semester 2 Examinations. These exams will commence in
early November, with dates and details provided below.
During the examination period, Year 10 and 11 students are
not required to attend school other than for scheduled
examinations.

Year 8 and 9 students attend continue to school as normal
and will have regular timetabled classes when not partaking in
an exam. All students are encouraged to allocate time from
now, not only for homework but also for revising for the
semester examinations.

September, an annual National Day of Action, and a reminder
that every day is the day to check in with your friends, family,
and colleagues.

R U OK? Day contributes to suicide prevention year-round by
urging people to invest time in personal relationships and
empowering informal support networks to identify signs of
distress.

Families are encouraged to engage in this initiative,
emphasising the importance of authentic human connections
and reminding everyone to ask the essential question, "Are
you OK?"

Parents, caregivers, and schools all play a vital role in shaping
young lives. Participating in R U OK? Day goes beyond
classrooms, showcasing a commitment to holistic student
development. By initiating conversations about mental health,
schools create safe spaces, where children feel valued,
understood, and supported.

Parents/Carers can help by fostering an open dialogue,

normalising emotions, identifying support systems, teaching
active listening, and addressing any stigmas related to mental
health.

The day is dedicated to promoting mental health
awareness and the importance of checking in on each other.

Before 2022, Parade had endured a 22-year Premiership
drought in Senior Basketball. However, the Basketball
program has been transformed over the past three years with
an unprecedented level of team success and individual
progression. Some of the many highlights include:

e Basketball Convenor, Ben Allen, has implemented a
consistent Parade game style and KPIs across all teams.
Team selections take place in advance of the ACC season
allowing for smoother starts to the season

e We have expanded our number of ACC Basketball teams
from 18 to 24, providing more opportunities for Parade
basketballers.

e We have developed a partnership with Melbourne United,
giving our boys access to IP, specialist coaching and
experiences through our development programs. This
year, former Boomer, Brad Newley, has joined our ACC
Coaching staff, coaching our Division 1 Year 8 group. This
program continues to go from strength to strength with an
increasing number of boys trialling for the program in Year
6.

e Vastly improved ACC Basketball results, highlighted by the
triple Senior Premiership but followed up through the year
levels.

e We have exposed our elite players to National
Championships with the Under 17s finishing fourth in
Australia last year, and the Under 15s to compete this
December.

Year 7 PE Uniform Trial

We are currently in a Year 7 PE uniform trial. This trial
involves Year 7 students being able to wear their PE uniform
to school for the entire day when they have their double PE
practical session.

This occurs once per fortnight and does not apply to the
student's single theory period. Year 7 students are still
allowed to wear their PE uniform on Thursday, their ACC
Sport day.

This trial allows students to wear their PE uniform on one
extra day per cycle, depending on when their double period
falls. The reason for this is to create a safer environment for
the students in the changeroom, alleviate pressure on
changeroom facilities, reduce the number of things a Year 7
student needs to bring to school, and increase the amount of
time available to PE classes.

The trial does not apply to Manchester City and Sports
Development classes. Those students need to come in their
full school uniform and get changed into their specialist
uniform for those classes.

Bus Code Of Conduct
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The College has a responsibility to address legal requirements imposed
by bus companies, which are related to safe travel for our students.
By applying for a College Bus service, you have indicated you are aware

of the College’s Code of Conduct and that you agree to follow its rules.

e 1. Food and drinks must not be consumed on any of the buses at ANY time.

e 2.Anyvandalism is unacceptable. Students are required to report any pre-existing damage to
the bus driver and the nearest Parade College Staff Member.

s 3. College “Hands off” and “Bullying” Policies apply at loading bays and whilst on the bus.

e 4. Throwing of any object within or out of the bus is banned, in all circumstances.

o 5. Fortravel on the College Charter buses, students must present a valid College Bus Pass.

o 6. Whilst travelling on any College Charter bus, all students must always remain seated and wear
seatbelts if fitted to bus .

o 7. Fortravel on the College PTV buses, students must present a valid College Bus Pass and have
avalid MYKI card in credit.

¢ 8. Boarding buses must be done in an orderly way - students are required to queue and enter the
bus one at a time.

« 9. Exiting a bus must be done in an orderly way; that is, one student at a time, observing normal
safety requirements when crossing roads and to not move in front of or behind the bus, into the
traffic.

e 10. Students are required to follow all directions given by bus drivers at any stage of the journey.

e 11. Students must follow health & safety directives including the wearing of masks when
required.

o 12.1fa bus driver considers that students are not following the directions, or are behaving in a
manner, which is endangering the safety of others, the driver may return to the College, or stop
the bus in a safe location and wait for further instructions from either the bus company or the
College. Students are to fully cooperate with the driverin these circumstances.

e 13. The cost of repair for any damage to bus interiors will be referred to the students responsible.

o 14. Students who fail to cooperate with drivers or who do not meet the conditions of travel on
the PTV or charter buses, should expect to receive consequences for their misbehaviour. In line
with our restorative approach to behaviour management consequences could include; a
restorative conference, exclusion from the bus, a travel ban, school detention and/or suspension
from the College.
