After a what was a much-needed summer break for boys,
families and their teachers, it is fantastic to have our boys and
their teachers back in class. Through our partnership with La
Trobe University, our Year 12 VCE and VCE Vocational Major
students commenced their year at La Trobe with a Year 12
Conference that involved workshops that focused on
strategies that will assist them in successfully managing the
challenges that Year 12 presents.

It has also been wonderful to witness our Year 7 boys
commence their school year and the beginning of their
Parade story. In so many ways, secondary school is very
different to primary school and over the course of this year
your son’s teachers will work with and assist him with his
learning and to develop routines and habits that will enable
him to achieve success.

Returning from summer holidays can mean that some boys
may find it challenging to re-establish a routine regarding their
learning and being back in the classroom. Families should be
aware that your son’s teachers have developed classroom
agreements with their students and involved them in a
discussion about student learning responsibilities and
expectations.

As part of this discussion, the importance of boys taking an
active part in their learning was reviewed along with learning
expectations such as:

e Being punctual and prepared for all classes.

e Viewing ‘Lesson Plans’ on SIMON for lesson details and
related resources.

e Checking SIMON daily for due dates, task related
resources, rubrics and feedback.

e Using the digital student planner to record homework and
assessment due dates.

e Contacting teachers regarding clarification, assistance
and any concerns regarding a learning task.

e Taking an active part in their learning and knowing what it
is to be active in the classroom (e.g. no distractions,
headphones, phones etc.).

e Reflecting on feedback and asking questions.

We encourage all our boys to continually reflect on their
learning and where necessary take on board the advice and
feedback offered by their teachers. Families are encouraged
to be part of a dialogue with their son’s teachers whenever
they have questions regarding their son’s learning.

Student Absence from an Assessment Year 7 to 10
Where a student in Year 7 to10 is absent for an assessment
as a result of an approved reason (eg; illness, medical reason,
self-isolation) students and their families should be in contact
with their son’s teachers to negotiate a revised date to submit
the task. Generally, this is upon return to school, or may be
up to seven days after a student’s return. The revised due
date will appear on SIMON/PAM. Where a teacher is of the
opinion that it is unreasonable for a student to sit an
assessment due to approved absence, then the grade ‘X-
Special Circumstance’ may be used.

Where a student is absent due to an unapproved reason (eg;
holiday, etc.) then he will receive an ‘NS — not

submitted’ (Years 7 to 10) or ‘NA — Not assessed (VCE Units
1-4). Parents will also be notified of the non-submission via a
letter on PAM indicating the new date by which the student
will need to submit the task. For Years 8 to 10, the original
grade of ‘NS’ or ‘NA’ remains as the student grade even upon
satisfactory submission. In Year 7, upon successful
resubmission, students may receive a grade to a maximum of
a‘C.

An afterschool ‘Academic Redeemer’ session may be issued
by your son’s House Leader or Student Welfare Coordinator
in situations where he has not submitted a task even after
being provided with a new resubmission date. Where this is
the case, parents will receive communication from their son’s
House Leader or Student Welfare Coordinator.

Parents should also be aware of the grade bands used at
Parade for Years 7 to 11 for summative assessment.

Edmund Rice Pathways (ERPP) / VCE VM
(Vocational Major)

ERPP and VCE Vocational Major students will be undertaking
Work Experience placements during the last two weeks of
Term 1. Work Experience provides students with valuable

insight into the world of work and reinforces the knowledge




which students develop during both their core subjects and
VET courses. Students are encouraged to begin looking for
their work experience placement as soon as possible.

In the event of any approved absence (eg; illness, medical
reason) families and students are encouraged to notify their
subject teacher of the absence and negotiate a revised date
to submit any outstanding tasks; the new submission dates
will be reflected on SIMON/PAM.

For other situations such as facing difficulty with managing
work placements, or where there are extenuating
circumstances, a student will seek advice from the teacher
prior to the due date as how to best address any difficulties.

If the assessment task is not submitted by the due date
without a valid reason, an afterschool ‘Academic Redeemer
session may be issued by your son’s Coordinator.

Not submitting an assessment task will result in an ‘NS’ for
that piece of work.

Prior to the end of semester report, teachers will assess as to
whether a student is likely to satisfactory pass the subject and
will notify parents if this is not the case.

Should it be necessary, other arrangements may be made for
the student to meet the requirements.

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NAPLAN Online

Headphones - Years 7 and 9

NAPLAN online will be conducted on your son’s school laptop
and he will be required to use headphones in order to access
and complete questions.

All Year 7 and 9 students are required to bring their own
headphones that are compatible with their school laptop for
the NAPLAN Online. Wired headphones are preferable, but
Bluetooth headphones will also work.

We are mindful that headphones were not on the booklist as
boys and their families may already possess headphones and
that they may also be sourced from numerous retailers at a
more affordable price.

Parents and Guardians that wish to discuss their son’s
participation in NAPLAN online for 2023, or access to
headphones, should contact Mr James Fogarty (Dean of
Learning — Years 7 to 9), Ms Scarlett Faulkner (Curriculum
Convenor — Preston Campus) or their son’s Additional Needs
Coordinator.

Year 7 ACER Testing

During the period of Monday 13 to Friday 17 February, all
Year 7 students will be participating in ACER Progressive
Achievement tests (PAT). The PAT Mathematics and PAT
Reading tests will be conducted during one of your son’s

English and Mathematics classes on your son’s school laptop.

These tests are designed to provide information to teachers
about your son’s skills and understandings in a range of key

areas. As such, students do not need to study for these tests.

Each test will take approximately 40 minutes to complete.
Before the test date your son will receive an email to his
school email account informing him of his ACER username
and password.

Your son’s classroom teacher will provide him with specific
instructions for each test on the day. If your son is absent on
the day, he will sit the test upon his return to school.

As such, we request that greater attention is placed on
students’ appearance and presentation for their Photo Day.

Specifically, students must be clean shaven, neatly dressed
and in full College uniform which must include school blazer,
summer shirt, tie, trousers or shorts (with correct socks) and
polished black shoes.

As per the College Uniform Policy, piercings are not
permissible and hair that is beyond collar length must be tied
back.

Students who present as unshaven, or are not in full uniform,
will be unable to have their photos taken until their

presentation is rectified.

phone. We recommend that all orders are placed before photo day to ensure your child’s order is included in the bulk delivery to the school.

What if my child is wearing a face mask?

Covid-19 is still a very real concern for a lot of people and National Photography are conscious of ensuring that everyone feels safe while
having their photos taken. Subjects may wear their mask up until the photo is being taken at which point, we will request that they remove
their face mask. If the subject does not wish to remove their face mask at any point, the photographer will not enforce this and will take

their photograph with their face mask on.

Why does my child have to take their glasses off for photos?

Due to the aspects of studio lighting, we will sometimes get light reflecting in a subject’s glasses. Our Photographers work hard to ensure
reflections are not visible in the image but this isn’t always possible. Where reflections are visible these will be removed in
post-production. To assist our post-production team, it is helpful to have a photo of the subject without their glasses. The photographer

will explain this to any affected subjects on the day and request that they remove their glasses for a photo.
If the subject is uncomfortable removing their glasses they will not be forced to.

Do the photographer’s notice if my child’s hair is out of place?

We have mirrors and combs on hand for all students to access before their photo time. Photographer’s are trained to pick up on things
such as hair falling in front of eyes an depending on the school’s photo requirements we will advise student’s on how to present for the
photo. We are advised by the client of certain requirement’s for their students ahead of photo day that can include hair, piercings and
uniform requirements. We are very respectful when speaking with students and

will never force them to do anything that makes them feel uncomfortable.
